1. The New Year started with the Biblical Exhortation from the elders of the Church on different subject matter. This came to the zenith on the 16th January when we committed ourselves in fellowship and Church membership family covenant and the Lord’s Supper.
After a break from the pulpit for three months, from September to November 2021, I resumed with the preaching of the Golden Chain of God’s Eternal Salvation. Pink. These are freely distributed among our students and to Pastors in our monthly fellowship meetings.

On 17th March, we went to Achi, the place of the water facility provided two years ago and settled the problem with the committee set up to oversee the water project. We returned on 18th March. Pray for the work of TASTE in laboring to provide clean portable water in needy communities in Nigeria.

This is one of the ministries neglected in Churches today in Nigeria, we are grateful that the Lord has helped us to be consistent in it these many years, 1998-2022. The Sunday school motto text for 2022 was provided by the Metropolitan Tabernacle as usual – 1Chron.22:19 “Now set your heart and your soul to seek the Lord your God…” Our minibus, being under repairs will be of great help to convey far away children to the venue. We also teach all our students in the Seminary about Sunday school and bring them to come and see how it is done. The parents are very happy about this work and send in their children gladly. Some of them come out on Thursdays for football and other team games. Please pray for this work to be fruitful in the midst of a decadence age.

The topic “The scripture in the life of the Local Church” was very timely for the Churches and pastors of our region, (South-East and South-South States of Nigeria) we are trying to reach out. We had 143 registered attendees including one from Abuja, one from Lagos, one from Abia State, two from Enugu, three from Imo State, eight from Akwa-Ibom state, etc.
Our people were happy to receive a free copy of books, certificates of attendance and heavily subsidized books which they bought with joy. We anticipate the conference next year, God’s willing, all to the glory of God!
