MENS MEETINGS 2026 

The Men’s meeting at Trinity Grace Church Ramsbottom is a welcoming place where we seek to 

grow in grace and faith, in our love for God and each other, as we study the word of God together. 

We usually have our meetings once a month on the third or fourth Saturday of January to July and 

September to November.   

We study a book written by a trusted Christian author, led by one of our elders or gifted brothers, 

followed by a time of informal discussion on the issues and prayer. The meeting is preceded by a 

cooked breakfast with tea, coffee and a chance for informal fellowship before we begin the study.   

We encourage men to join with us and share in the great blessing of gathering together as men to 

build one another up in our most holy faith.  

The meetings last from 9am-10:30am on a Saturday morning.  

This year we are continuing our study of John Owen’s helpful book, The Duties Of Christian 

Fellowship. In just a few pages it sets out in very concise terms the responsibilities all Christians 

have, first, to their pastors, and then second, to one another within the fellowship of the local 

church. John Owen was a pastor as well as a theologian and therefore this is a most practical manual 

of church fellowship. It was likely intended to be read by individuals with self-examination, 

meditation and prayer, but it is very suitable for our men’s meeting. This edition is enhanced by a 

modernized text and the addition of questions which have been added to facilitate group discussion.
